This call queries information from a file system device.

e DriveNumber (USHORT) - input : Logical drive number (0 = default, 1 = A, and so on).

:When a logical drive is specified, the media in the drive is examined (local drive only) and the
request is passed to the FSD responsible for managing that media or to the FSD that is attached to
the drive.

e ;FSinfoLevel (USHORT) - input : Level of file information required.
e ;FSInfoBuf (PBYTE) - output : Address of the storage area where the system returns the
requested level of file information.

If there is no volume label on the disk/diskette, the volume label information
is returned as blank spaces. If there is no volume serial number and/or volume label for disk/diskette
volumes formatted by DOS 3.X, this information is not displayed by the Hard Error Handler.
